Blas an Erraigh – ‘The Taste of Spring’ Wine Tasting Benefit 
for CelticFest Mississippi 
(Jackson, MS) -- Mark your calendar for the second annual Blas an Erraigh, or the ‘Taste of Spring’ Wine Tasting Benefit, the wine tasting for the common wallet! The folks at Wine & Spirits in the Quarter (on Lakeland Drive) are partnering with Fenian's Irish Pub once again to bring an informal wine tasting for regular folks, all as a benefit for the 17th annual CelticFest Mississippi (coming in September). 

‘Blas an Erraigh’ is Irish Gaelic for “The Tasted of Spring.” The Blas Benefit features a fine selection of wines for regular folks in a casual, arrive-when-you-like-setting. A self-paced event, the Blas Benefit shares this distinguishing format with the Fíon Tasting Benefit, which takes place in August to raise funds for the festival.  Both tastings aim to introduce regular folks to great (yet inexpensive) wines. 
Dry whites, sweet whites, reds, and rosés will be available at several different “stations” and staffed by a wine expert. Participants can meander from station to station, sampling and learning about the wines. Hors d’ oeuvres will also be available to cleanse the palette.
“We really get into the spring Blas and fall Fíon Tasting Benefits, because we enjoy introducing new wine drinkers into this new world of wine,” says the Tasting’s co-coordinator, Perry Launius. “We include wines in the Tasting that are sure to be new and interesting to our seasoned wine enthusiasts. At the same time, we’re raising funds to support the Celtic Heritage Society and CelticFest Mississippi!”

Tickets are $20 for non-members and $15 for Celtic Heritage Society members. Contact Wine and Spirits in the Quarter at (601) 366-6644 for details. The venue is Fenian’s Irish Pub on the corner of Jefferson and Fortification Streets. This is a smoke-free event.
The Blas an Erraigh Wine Tasting Benefit is sponsored by Wine and Spirits in the Quarter and by Fenian's Pub. The benefit raises funds for CelticFest Mississippi, which runs Sept. 5, 6, and 7 at the Mississippi Agricultural and Forestry Museum.
